CONTENTS AND AIM OF THE SEMINAR : 

The purpose of this event is the dissemination of a wider knowledge on instruments and practices currently applying to “Insolvency procedures” cases at EU and international level. · Date and Venue: 19-20 February 2013 - the Escuela Judicial del Consejo General del Poder Judicial –  Carretera Vallvidrera 43-45, Barcelona – Spain 
· Accommodation: Please find in the attached “promoter form” all details for contact and confirmation on the reservation. A pre-booking to the hotel “Ayre Gran Via” has been kindly done by the hosting institution. The deadline of the pre-booking is set to January 18th 2013. For logistic reasons, a shuttle bus will be organised from the hotel Ayre Gran Via to the Escuela Judicial. 
· Meals: the lunch on February 19th 2013 will be organised and its cost will be around 17,50 €, amount which will be deducted by the daily allowance of each participant.
